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1. Install the basin support arms and tighten the mounting

Make sure the support 

arms are mounted as far 

as they will go. 
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2. Predrill all necessary holes. Refer to Fig. 2 for mounting 

hole positions. Install the top mounting screws into the 

wall.

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3. Lift the basin lifter on top of the top screws in the wall. 

Using a spirit level, ensure that the unit is installed level. 
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4.  When the unit is level, tighten the top screws; insert and 

tighten the bottom screws. Plug the lifter to mains power 

and test the lifter before adhering the basin.

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5. Assemble the faucet, basin and plumbing 
 

 

NOTICE! Cut the air lock 

plumbing to size 

NOTICE! 13982 Flexible 

drain pipe sold separate.  

 

NOTICE! Air lock must 

be pressed and fixed 

to the top position 

with a cable tie. 

Flexible drain pipe 

must be held in place 

with hose clamp. 

 

NOTICE! Move the air 

lock O-ring to the rear 

notch 

IMPORTANT NOTICE! 

The faucet tubes must 

be 10mm in diameter. 

Cut the faucet tubes 

to the specified 

length. 
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6. After testing the unit and cleaning the underside of the 

basin, adhere the basin to the lifter frame and install the 

plumbing. 

 

 

 

The 

bond will be permanent 

Use Sikaflex FC11 to 

adhere the basin 

IMPORTANT NOTICE! Make 

sure to leave a 5 – 8 mm 

gap between the basin 

and any walls next to it

Wall or floor 

drain area 

Water inlet must point towards 

the floor and it must not 

protrude more than 45 mm 

Always use hose clamps with

50 - 60 mm. Recommended floor drain height 235 mm. 
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7. Install the bottom cover

tighten the bottom 

screws.
